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There is a world of difference between a
healthy self-image and a sick one.
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And most often, Satan sells us the sick one.
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So, what is a healthy self-image?
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Here is what a healthy self-image says,

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Pride kept her from enjoying the blessings that
can come from a praising heart.
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And now she wants to impose her misery on
King David.
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David’s response was just the opposite.
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Protocol was the last thing on his mind.
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It was the last of his concerns.
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Yahweh’s ownership of him is all that mattered
to David.
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Praising God and not man was David’s life
goal.
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Honoring the Lord God above all else was
foremost in David’s mind.
